4. DISCUSSION:

MP
An introduction was carried out for those who had not previously attended a meeting. An overview of the team was also given.
It was agreed that the minutes from the previous meeting were a true and accurate record.

PREVIOUS ACTIONS

MP
An action was taken away from the previous meeting for SS and CA to attend Retford railway station with the crime reduction officer to assess the possible locations for CCTV cameras. This was carried out and the findings have been sent to National Express.

The application for the section 30 Dispersal order at Doncaster railway station is still ongoing. Sgt Steph Reynolds BTP and Sgt Steve Butler SYP are coordinating this application.

RN
The application requires a comparison with ‘like’ location, possibly York station. We are trying to get incident logs from agencies such as the Frenchgate shopping centre and the bus interchange to strengthen our application

ACTION:
RN to ensure outside agencies sent incident logs to SYP and BTP.

MP
The action of acquiring ‘no smoking’ signage for the front of Doncaster railway station has been an ongoing action for a number of meetings now. AH who was the owner of this action was not able to attend todays meeting.

AF
In the current climate with the NXEC franchise, there is every likelihood that this will not go ahead due to funding issues.

MP
At the last meeting we discussed the application that had been made for the railway byelaws to be included in the penalty notice books. The update received from our Inspector is that the application has been rejected.
MP
The launch of the ticket barriers at Newark Northgate station was set to go ahead on 1st October 2009. PCSOs agreed to monitor this and diffuse any tension this may cause.

PoD
The barriers have failed the inspection so the launch will not go ahead on the scheduled date.

ACTION:
PoD to liaise with station and barrier staff and to inform BTP of any scheduled launch date

MP
Concern was raised at the last meeting regarding an increase in staff assaults at Doncaster. This action was taken away and statistics and trends were requested from the Intelligence Department. These figures show that there is not a recorded increase. However, this could mean that staff are not reporting incidents.

PoD
The REOs are working tirelessly to try and encourage staff to report incidents. REOs and station management met with Unions to discuss this.
MP
Previous actions involved inviting other agencies to the meeting.

AJ
REMEDI is a restorative justice initiative organisation that is run as a charity. It works largely with youths through reparation whereby community projects are used so time can be paid back by the victim to the community. One target of REMEDI is to work with youths involved in or at risk of being involved in knife crime in the area.

MP
At the last meeting RS contacted Doncaster council to discuss the possible use of the CCTV van on the railway station.

ACTION:
RN will chase up Angela Birtles and ask her to contact BTP

REPORTING OF INCIDENTS
MP
The importance of reporting incidents was reiterated to the meeting. 

BM
The details for the Cross Country onboard safety manager were given to the team, he will be contacted with a view to incidents reported on the ECML being forwarded to NPT York. 

ACTION:
CA or SS to contact the onboard safety manager to discuss staff assaults with Cross Country staff.

WHAT WE HAVE BEEN DOING.

SS
The ASB initiatives that we run at Doncaster station are going well, it is helping to have other agencies involved.
SS
The St Ledger race week went ahead with only a small number of incidents. It was felt that there were possibly too many officers on the station for the amount of passengers. This will hopefully be resolved next time.

BM
XCountry were asked to provide barrier staff for the mornings of the races, but not in the evenings. It was felt that barriers would have been more useful in the evenings to prevent revenue loss.

SS
We are currently working with schools in Retford and Grantham that are close to the railway stations in order to educate young people on the dangers of the railway.

AF
There is a school in Doncaster for deaf people whose students have been causing some issues of late. They fare evade and cause general anti social behaviour on the station. This is becoming more frequent.

ACTION:
SS and CA to contact the school and speak to the staff

SS
We have received intelligence to suggest there are drugs currently being transported along the railway network between Newark and Peterborough. Any information staff can provide would help us.

ACTION:
SS to look into possible ways to deal with this
