1. POLICY STATEMENT 

1.1
In pursuit of our vision to provide policing excellence for Britain’s railways the British Transport Police will facilitate the administration of justice by introducing any necessary measures that will aid in the effective progress of the Criminal Justice System.

In order to achieve our vision the British Transport Police will ensure: 
· That witness care units are established in each Area and provide appropriate care for victims and witnesses of crime.
· Have systems and databases in place that allow cases to be tracked and progressed in an efficient and timely manner.
· Develop and implement IT systems for criminal justice that enable efficient communication both within BTP and the wider Criminal Justice System.

· Periodic audits and reviews are carried out ensuring compliance with national standards relating to the administration of justice. 
· All staff involved in the administration of justice have an understating and respect for diversity. 
· Build effective relationships and work closely with: CPS, the Courts, Home Office, and the Department of Justice.

· Work closely with Home Office Forces, all aspects of the railway industry, partner organisations and the wider communities BTP serve.
