4. UPDATE ACTIONS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:
· Eastcoast review of CCTV at Newcastle Station: The CCTV project is being supervised by Jim Rawcliffe and progress is to be chased up by Tim Thompson.
· Review of a racist incident which occurred the early hours of Saturday 13th March at the portico taxi rank: PC Carl Braddock of the NORPOL NPT was contacted on 7th April as no incident had been recorded with BTP. PC Braddock stated he was unable to find anything on their system for this date and description of incident.
· Issue of Apex Shopwatch radios is still ongoing, this is being looked into by David Heath of SSP who could not attend today’s meeting.
· PACT panel reviewed the day of the next meeting and agreed to move the meeting to Thursdays due to the general feeling that Mondays are too busy.
· Meeting to discuss the planning of a community project involving members of the gypsy/roma/travelling community took place with Dr Aiden Doyle and PS Reynolds on 09/04/2010 and it was agreed to work in partnership with the Train Operating Companies, Railway Chaplain Stephen Sorby to plan such a project to be based in Darlington.
· Contact Durham Constabulary regarding Street Pastors in Darlington, possibly to encourage the setting up of a similar scheme if not being covered by a similar organisation already.  Contacted PCSO Jude Ratcliffe of Durpol who stated that they only have youth services who they work with from time to time.
· Requests made for station logs for Newcastle to be sent to the ECML NPT. This was resolved shortly before the meeting and the ECML NPT are now receiving the logs.
5. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
a)
Performance
Everyone was welcomed and thanked by PS Reynolds for attending and an overview of what the NPT have been engaged in since the last meeting was given by PCSO Hunt, this included the continuation of patrols at smaller stations on the ECML and that since the installation of the large white no smoking floor signs at Newcastle most of the smokers seem to be going outside the portico.   
b)
Intelligence
Incidents of Anti Social Behaviour still seem low; no begging has occurred during our patrols.  The Gate line barriers are now in operation at Newcastle and obviously help.  Apex Shop watch radios for Newcastle station retail outlets are still being sought. 

Concern for some commonality between BTP and NORPOL radios was discussed and it was stressed that 999 should always be used for an emergency.  The Eastcoast REO’s are now on Newcastle station from 03:30 to 11:30 on Friday and Saturday.  Issues in the Newcastle station portico continue to be a cause for concern especially prohibited taxis using the area and some totally unmarked vehicles behaving as taxis, with the obvious security implications.  As well as ideas on utilising street rangers to help with taxis, independent marshals and their funding where discussed along with the most cost effective times for their use.  It was also suggested that a barrier to funnel people to the taxis would make things less chaotic and this has been requested in the past.  There is no legal requirement for drop off times but it is recognised to be around 10mins, it was also requested that taxi licensing for each area should be contacted for clarification or some form of regulation. It was agreed that occasional operations to identify offenders was a good idea because it sends the message that it could happen anytime.  Any measures put in place have to be sustainable however. 
c)
Any other business
The project being put together by Dr Aiden Doyle and PS Reynolds to engage with the travelling community in Darlington was discussed at length with varied opinions on how to proceed.  Eastcoast representatives were keen to ensure that any activity is managed appropriately and advance notice is required but they did state that as a business they would be happy to be involved with youth/ASB initiatives so long as the enforcement message is not compromised thus ensuring the comfort and welfare of other passengers.  The behaviour of any groups of young people must be of an acceptable when travelling on trains and in the station.
