5. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
a)
Performance
Everyone was welcomed and thanked by PS Reynolds for attending and a run down on what the NPT have been engaged in since the last meeting was given.  This included the “Not In My Neighbourhood Week” pulse patrols to advise the travelling public on staying safe while travelling, handing out leaflets etc.  Shadowing the train guards up and down trains also deterring theft of personal property.  A cycle tagging op at York with some 57 Cycles being tagged.  Ongoing PSP’s for ASB at Doncaster and Darlington, also a PSP for Graffiti at York is in operation.  Some Officers from the NPT also attended Op Satan Force run by the Army at Catterick Garrison to help identify suspect packages and what to do should one be found.
Most matters discussed were around actions and these are outlined above.

Communication was discussed and although not made an action it was generally thought BTP Officers would benefit from having Pubwatch/Shopwatch radios, these are the type provided by Apex and this will be looked into.

Intelligence
BTP’s Op Garland for the run up to Christmas was discussed and what times and days it would be most effective, this will include stalls with information on Crime prevention and Alcohol related issues and the later phase will include ASB operations.
